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Your intuition is a powerful tool and what I have learned is that it always leads you in the right direction if you just take time to listen. I have been listening to my intuition for years, and it has become a very powerful tool for my life and business decisions.
 

Have you ever gotten a gut feeling or a hunch about something but talked yourself out of listening to what it was telling you? Then, you end up making the wrong decision. Perhaps you once took a job that your gut told you was the wrong one but you convinced yourself you could make it work and it doesn’t? Or you may have made an expensive purchase even though your intuition was telling you to keep looking and then you do find a better deal later and wish you had listened? Whether you believe it or not, intuition plays a big part in the decisions we make every day. Or maybe you saw a product or service and thought "Wow this is great and people need to know about this and the next thing you know because you listened got involved with the product or service and it became a success for you".
 

But many times when things come our way we end up talking ourselves out of the opportunity instead of stepping out of the box and seeing where it takes us.
 

A dynamic business woman friend of mine had an idea for an invention that would be very useful for mothers but she talked herself out of it because she asked friends and family what she should do and they said no it’s a crazy idea and she listened to them and in less than 6 months she saw the item on the market and it became a best seller all over the US. She was sorry that she did not listen to her intuition and move forward with it. You can bet that since then she has listened to her intuition and it has led her to great success in numerous business opportunities.
 

I use my intuition when I meet people or people contact me to do work for them. By listening to it I immediately know whether the client is the right one for me or the person is the right person to have as part of my life. Remember not every business deal is the right one for you. So it’s important to listen to your gut and select the right opportunity. Listening is powerful and I believe your intuition will never let you down.
Most of my Nafe directors are women I met and immediately knew that they would be great as a director, even if at the time they had no idea that is what they were going to do. I asked them, they said YES and they have all turned out to be great and these are women all across the country

Whenever I am going to SHOW UP somewhere I listen to my intuition if I should go there and it never steers me wrong. I always end up at the place or places I need to be. To me SHOWING UP is like a treasure map you never know what treasure you will find and if you SHOWUP at the right place there are always amazing treasures.

Many years ago when I worked for companies in Virginia and New York one of my responsibilities was to interview and hire individuals for top corporate positions. I always used my intuition along with looking at their resumes and selected the candidates I felt where the best suited for the positions we were hiring for and the intuition always led me to the right decision and they always turned out to be the best candidates for what we were looking for.
Recently I attended an event in LA to meet all the vendors that were to be at an event that I had a booth at.  I had been looking for table runners for Nafe for the event and every place I looked they were over $100.00 plus and my intuition told me to keep looking and it paid off as at this event I found a company who would also be displaying at the event and who makes table runners with logos for $30.00 so again my intuition paid off.
 

Have you ever thought of someone and that moment the phone rings and it’s that person on the other end? That happens to me all the time, I have a friend Janet who lives in Fort Bragg, CA and it seems she always gets a feeling when she needs to call me, sometimes we may have not talked for months but its always the right time. Has that happened to YOU?
 

Many of you have strong intuitions for your business and personal decisions but what happens you know when things take place what to do or what not to do but yet you talk yourself out of it and later you come back and say to yourself “I should have listened to my intuition”.  

When I was learning how to harness my intuition years ago I read a book 

Practical Intuition: How to Harness the Power of Your Instinct and Make It Work for You
By Laura Day  

It really helped me a lot and I am sure there are lots of other books out there now, as these books have some practical tips if you are not sure how to make your intuition work for you.  What I learned is when I am making a decision to stop and take time to listen, the answer is there all the time, and the more you take time and listen the stronger it becomes. Lots of important people rely on their intuition, people like Oprah, and even Steve Jobs over the years listened to his intuition, so take time and start today and listen to yours, and you may find success will come your way a lot faster.
